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31% of those under 30 now classify themselves as something other than heterosexual.

24% of those 30 to 44 classify themselves as bi-sexual, compared to less than 8% of
those over 45.

There is no way to explain this other than the impact culture has made on a person’s
sexuality.

What does it mean to be HOLY?

Dr. Jack Hayford:

"The Holy Spirit desires to bring each of us to complete personhood. This practical
pursuit—our partnering with Him as He comes to help—is geared to make us whole or
holy. That's what "holiness" is really about—wholeness. What the Holy Spirit is up to is
bringing the whole life of Jesus Christ into the whole of our personalities so that



the whole love of God can be relayed to the whole world. Holiness involves the
completion in all parts of the human being. As the Holy Spirit rebuilds you to the depths
of your being:

e Your spirit can be revived to life in God (made holy).

e Your soul can be restored in mind and emotions (made whole).

e Your physical body, habits and conditions can become disciplined, recovering to
well-being (kept healthy). Now, doesn't holiness look like a far more desirable
goal, even a practical, attainable reality? God wants to make us holy—just as He
is."

Sexual Sin vs. Sexual Brokenness
e Sexual sin is when you accept a behavior that God deems sinful or against his
will. You define God.
e Sexual brokenness is when you are trapped in a sexual sin and don't know how
to get free, because the root of your "sin" isn't attached to "sex," but being
broken.

e This is why we JUDGE the sin, but not the person.

Romans 14:10-12 — *° You, then, why do you judge your brother? Or why do you look
down on your brother? For we will all stand before God's judgment seat. ** It is written:
"As surely as | live," says the Lord, 'every knee will bow before me; every tongue will
confess to God." *? So then, each of us will give an account of himself to God.
NIV

If will power was enough, God would have stopped with the ten commandments
and said, "Now go and do what I told you."

Will power won't fix brokenness.

Grace is when you say, “I can’t stop, | can't do it” and the gap is filled by divine
enablement and a community of believers that will stand with you.

Is God asking people to change or become Holy or be made whole?

EXAMPLE: BROKEN LEG

e Will we be a place where broken people are able to be made “whole” or “holy”?

e We should respond to BROKENNESS with mercy, grace, and truth.

¢ Can you imagine berating a person who has a broken leg?

¢ When someone is BROKEN sexually, they deserve our compassion, love, and
mercy. Then they deserve our prayers and a desire to see their brokenness
made whole.

e Jesus longs to see people—ALL PEOPLE—made whole. DO WE?
