1. It will be larger than you:  Not by might 
2. It will require more than you:  Members one of another 
3. It will focus on someone other than you:  In watering others, you water 

yourself 
 

 
As a Christian, your dream discovers you, you don’t discover your dream. 
 
 
Habakkuk 2:3 - But these things I plan won't happen right away. Slowly, steadily, 
surely, the time approaches when the vision will be fulfilled. If it seems slow, do not 
despair, for these things will surely come to pass. Just be patient! They will not be 
overdue a single day! 
 
 
 
 

3 Key Ingredients of a Dreamer 
 
 
 

1.  They don’t quit  
 

Galatians 6:9 - And let us not get tired of doing what is right, for after a while we will 
reap a harvest of blessing if we don't get discouraged and give up. 
 
 
 
2.  They have a purpose larger than themselves 
 
II Corinthians 12:15 - And I will very gladly spend and be spent for your souls; though 
the more abundantly I love you, the less I am loved.  
 
 



 
3. They depend upon a strength beyond their own 
 
Psalm 18:27-35 – 27 You deliver the humble but condemn the proud and haughty ones.   
28 You have turned on my light! The Lord my God has made my darkness turn to light. 29  
Now in your strength I can scale any wall, attack any troop. 30 What a God he is! How 
perfect in every way!  All his promises prove true.  He is a shield for everyone who 
hides behind him. 31 For who is God except our Lord?  Who but he is as a rock?  32  
He fills me with strength and protects me wherever I go. 33 He gives me the 
surefootedness of a mountain goat upon the crags.  He leads me safely along the top of 
the cliffs.  34 He prepares me for battle and gives me strength to draw an iron bow!  35 

You have given me your shield of victory. Your right hand, O Lord, supports me; your 
gentleness has made me great.
